Starting Procedure

1. Plug transformer or a residual current device (RCD)
into power supply

2. Plug extension lead into transformer or RCD and
hammer drill

3. Turn on power supply

4. Select the desired action i.e. hammer or normal
drilling with the switch knobs located on the side of
machine

5. Position side handle to the desired position by
twisting the grip to loosen and tighten

e Ensure the accessories required are correct and [ e Pull trigger to commence drilling

maximum length of 20 metres

e Beware of objects that may be struck while drilling
